P YARD & FOOD WASTE

All of these items can go in your yard and food cart.
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Curbside Collection of Trees will occur during the first 2 weeks
of yard waste collection in January at no additional charge for
all single-family customers, even those who do not subscribe to
yard waste service.

Clean, uncontaminated (e.g. no tinsel, unflocked) trees shall
be collected without further preparation. Customers shall be
required to cut the trees into sections no longer than 6" and
place in carts when possible.

Your Garbage containers will be collected weekly.
Recycling and Yard & Food Waste will be collected
every other week on your garbage day.

Please follow these guidelines to ensure collection.

Place containers at the curb by 7 am.

« Place containers at least 3’ apart from each other and
away from all obstructions such as cars, trees, fences,
and mailboxes.

« Place containers with lids opening toward the street.
« Place wheels as close to the curb as possible.
